Written Work: Writing is a process. Students will master things at their individual skill level, but
professional writers today have not “mastered” their craft (although they are better than most).
Having said this, formal and/or major writing assignments may be turned in with corrections for re-
grading. The revisions must be significant; students my not simply correct grammar and sentence
structure to receive additional points, but instead work on idea development and their organization
as well as grammar and usage mistakes. Students seeking to resubmit written work should set up a
brief conference period with Mrs. Nugent __- resubmission.

Major Assessments/Test/Projects: Two (2) major assessments, tests or projects (excluding final/semester
exams) may be retaken for the better of the two scores. The assessment, test or project being retaken
must be completed ) after it was handed back graded to students.
